1. Learning outcomes: 
While reading and discussing the newest developments in the area of animal breeding and 
genetics, students learn how to: (i) analyse scientific and popular science papers, (ii) select the 
most important issues out of papers and present them in form of an oral presentation, (iii) 
conduct scientific discussions. 

2. Competences: 
The course allows students to interpret research papers, which can later be used by students as 
literature for their master thesis, and to learn how to solve complex problems in a team. It 
prepares for working in research institutions.
